Motoring organisations and regulatory bodies recommend that the usual two-second gap to the car in front be doubled when travelling on a wet road surface. However, 26% of car owners think that a shorter than four second gap is appropriate, while 23% don’t know what distance to allow. Furthermore, less than a third (29%) are aware that in wet conditions the typical stopping distance should be doubled.

Car owners aged 18 to 24 were identified as the group least likely to be aware of the correct braking distance on wet roads, with only 23% aware of the correct guidance.
